Statement of EPP Secretary General Antonio Lopez-Isturiz on
current political situation in Ukraine

Brussels, 30 September 2010

“To our deep regret, despite our call on President Yanukovych and on the Ukrainian
State authorities to ensure free and fair elections, the current political situation in
Ukraine is deteriorating with each single day.

The Open letter, signed by nine opposition parties, including two EPP sister parties,
BATKIVSHCHYNA and RUKH, is a clear signal to us that Ukrainian authorities are still
not fulfilling democratic standards of conducting election campaigns.

The increasing state interference in internal activities of the EPP sister party
BATKIVSHCHYNA and the refusal to register party branches in “oblasts” of Kyiv, Lviv,
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Luhansk, Ternopil, and in the other major oblasts are undoubtedly signs of a politically
motivated campaign against the opposition forces. Moreover, we have also been
informed that the Security Service of Ukraine is used now as an instrument to harass
major opposition parties and, by doing so, to prevent their participation in the electoral
process.

We are strongly convinced that if the situation will not be remedied immediately it will
have serious negative consequences for the EU-Ukrainian dialogue, and it will further
undermine Ukraine’s European future credibility. Once more, we call on President
Yanukovych and on the Ukrainian State authorities to urgently open a true and
democratic dialogue with opposition forces in order to stabilize the political situation
inside the country and to guarantee free and fair elections."
